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Impressions from the trip to Poland

From November, 21 to November, 27, 2013, as a part of Erasmus program, [ was visiting
Gliwice Academy of Entrepreneurship, Poland. Colleagues from that Academy were
visiting our University in June this year.

Academy for Entrepreneurship was founded 10 years ago as a private university. EU has
financed fitting-up the buildings and classrooms through its funds. Every year around
1000 students enrolls in the Academy.

I had very comfortable meetings with the dean and the rector there. We talked about
organizing the teaching and the problems related with high education. We agreed to
increase cooperation between our institutions. Besides the lectures in classroom, I
talked with students about the problems related with studying and post graduation
prospects for students in Poland and Croatia. Problems are very similar and are related
with high unemployment and brain drain of highly qualified people.

Besides these official and work-related meetings, I visited a few cities nearby. The royal
city of Krakow is the most beautiful. Katowice is the capital city of the Silesian region,
and Gliwice is second in size. Both cities are being swiftly built thanks to the money from
EU funds. Visit to the concentration camp Auschwitz (polish OSvien¢in) shows where
nationalism and intolerance can lead.

Visit to Poland was an unforgettable experience, on which further things need to be
built. Cooperation on scientific and expert fields should be the next step in bringing our

institutions closer together.
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
